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Conclusion
As expected, the copper concentration was high in the tailings pond belonging to the copper mine.

The analysed soil from grazing areas at Lubonja consisted to 94-96% of inorganic material. The samples contained high concentrations of cobolt, copper, chromium and nickel. The increased concentrations are probably due to natural concentrations of metals in the inorganic soil. 
An additional study should focus on the concentrations of metals in grass and grown crops.
